With this belief, the Board of Trustees has identified ways in which we will know that our Ends Statements
are being lived and experienced by our members, our children and youth, our visitors and the larger Charlotte
community. To do so, we asked ourselves three questions in relation to each Ends Statement:

Towhom doesthis make a difference?

What difference doesthis make?

How will we know our ends are being achieved?

*! Feel confident and proud that we are making a difference in systemic, lasting, intentional ways.

*!  Grow to be generous, responsible, giving adults because of the strong example they experience and
flourish within at the UUCC.
